It is a 
                                residential area with lots of shops and a range of facilities.

Debora:    And, this is our school: Istituto “Giuseppe Mazzini” It is 
                                named after the philosopher and politician who helped to 
                                make Italy a democratic republic. It is an upper 
                                secondary school.
